24h x 24w No Flower \ Tolerates up to 1/4 sun

an attractive clump and is great for massing in woodland areas or used as a
specimen plant.

Athyrium n '‘Burgundy Lace'

18h x 18w No Flower ~ Tolerates up to 1/4 sun

They pair well with the blue-green foliage. Thrives in hot, dry locations.

An attractive, low-growing groundcover with rounded, blue-grey leaves. Flowers are
pink when young, then age to carmine-red. This is the perfect sedum to tuck into a
rockery or other small spaces.
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Sedum cauticola 'Lidakense'

06-08h Rose-Pink \ Needs 1/2 sun up to full sun
Very blue, rounded, fleshy leaves tinged with red. Rosy pink flowers.

Sedum 'Citrus Twist'

18h Chartreuse \ Needs 1/2 sun up to full sun
Fleshy purble tined, deep green foliage. Large heads with tiny chartreuse flowers.

Sedum 'Cloud Walker'
17h x 14w x 17f Pink - Medium \ Needs 1/2 sun up to full sun

This Sedum is upright with a vase shaped habit and a layered look when blooming,
making it a very nice improvement over other sedums.

Sedum 'Crazy Ruffles'

20h Pink \ Needs 1/2 sun up to full sun

compact, upright clump. Red stems carry large clusters of soft pink flowers.

Sedum ellacombeanum

08h Yellow \ Needs 1/2 sun up to full sun

(a.k.a. Sedum kamschaticum var ellacombeanum) Leaves of this species are
vibrant green, forming a dense carpet on 4 inches high with bright orange fruit. Itis a
vigorus ground cover, not minding a bit to trail over adjecent edges, rocks, steps or
paving, "very eye-catcatching as they take on the shpe of whatever they engulf".
Though a vigorus groundcover, it is easily controlled and should not be considered a
pest. Produces clusters of lemon yellow flowers.

Sedum erythrostictum 'Frosty Morn'
24-36h Light Pink \ Needs 1/2 sun up to full sun

This exciting new sedum was brought from Japan. Upright growth habit and a wide,
white border around each light green leaf and they angle upward, coddling the flower
heads. The late summer flowers will be white in warm climates and a light pink in
cooler climates.

Sedum kamtschaticum 'Variegatum'

06-08h Orange-Yellow \ Needs 1/2 sun up to full sun

Semi-evergreen, mounding selection with rich green, toothed leaves that are tinged
with white and pink. Orange-yellow flowers are followed by ruset-orange seed pods.

Sedum ‘Lynda Windsor'

15-20h Red \ Needs 1/2 sun up to full sun

Dark purple fleshy foliage is accompanied by large heads of hundreds of tiny flowers
that bloom June through September.

Sedum repestre 'Angelina’
03-05h Yellow \ Needs 1/2 sun up to full sun

Developed in a private garden in Croatia, Angelia has brilliant, evergreen, needle-
shaped, golden ellow foliage. Prefers well-drained soil and to be kept on the dry
side. Trailing habit. Garden Writers Top Choice. In colder months, the tips of the
leaves take on a reddish-orange tinge. Yellow flowers. Landscapes, conters, beds.

Sedum sieboldii 'Medio-variegatum'

08h Pink \ Needs 1/2 sun up to full sun

Semi-trailing, nearly round leaves have white centers. Pink flowers, late summer.
This slection is a little jewel that always performs with much oddity and elegance.
Works well in a hanging basket.

Sedum sieboldii 'October Daphne'

06h Pink  Needs 1/2 sun up to full sun

'‘October Daphney' is an unusual little plant that has bluish-green foliage during the
growing season. The plant bears pink flowers and the entire plant turns pink when
exposed to cold weather in the fall.

Sedum sp. 'Dragon's Blood Tricolor'

04h Pink \ Needs 1/2 sun up to full sun
Green and snowy-white foliage with overlays of pink. Flowers are blush-pink
rosettes.
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Sedum spectabile 'Neon'

24h Pinkish-Red \ Needs 1/2 sun up to full sun

This upright variety sports brilliant rosy-magenta pink flowers and light green leaves.
A sport of 'Brilliant' with broader flower clusters and most consistent color.

Sedum spectabile 'Variegata'
14-16h Pinkish-Purple | Needs 1/2 sun up to full sun

Known as the common ‘ice plant' of cottage gardens, with very light bluish green
leaves with white margin. This plant makes a handsome bright accent to the border.
Large, flat-topped, pink-purple inflorescenses adorn the plant in autumn. The
flowers are a great attraction to nectar-feeding insects, especially butterflies.

Sedum telephium 'Autumn Joy'

24-30h Deep Rose \ Needs 1/2 sun up to full sun

One of the popular perennials on the market today. Flowers are dep rose when
young, then age to a beautiful bronze. Seed heads remain attractive through winter.
Easy to grow and drought tolerant.

Sedum telephium 'Purple Emperor'
16h Dusty Pink \ Needs 1/2 sun up to full sun
